Implementation of Oregon's EPA-Approved
Certification & Training Plan
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Federal Certification & Training Rule

 Amended federal regulations (40 CFR 171) require broad
programmatic changes at the state-level.

* Implementation can occur over multiple years according
to an EPA-approved Certification & Training plan.
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* Partnerships and collaboration are critical for
implementation.
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Rulemaking

Anticipate multiple rounds of rulemaking in 2026 (some concurrent).

Break up rulemaking by topic area to better facilitate feedback from rules advisory
committees.

Note: The federal rule does include a process for amending Oregon's plan and
implementation timeline.

Completed

e Oregon Legislature enacted statutory changes — HB 2031 (2021) and HB 4062 (2022)
* Adopted new/amended rules to implement HB 2031 and HB 4062 (Nov. 2023)
* Revised certification credentials (Jan. 2024)

2026 - 2030

* Adopt new and amended rules.
* Adopt new/revised certification manuals and exams.

* Adopt “special” recertification training (alternative to re-examination for currently certified
applicators).

Adopt annual training for noncertified applicators (e.g., licensed pesticide apprentices, licensed
immediately supervised trainees).

Jan. 2030

* Deadline for all certified applicators to either retake and pass the updated
certification exams or take the appropriate special trainings.

* Equipment used: Hand wand, Boom from ATV, tractor, spray rig

“Self Report”

* Mid-summer
* Forestry Roadside Application
* Missed a stream crossing

 Wanted to do their due diligence
by reporting







Applicator stated...

They applied roadside weed control for landowner
They used a tank mix of Garlon XRT and 2,4-D LV6

ney use different color flagging tape to indicate stop and start
spraying around hazards/sensitive areas

* There are about 40-50 stream crossing in the area he was
spraying
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Results

* 2,4-D detected in vegetation over the stream at 36 ppm
* Triclopyr detected in vegetation over the stream at 59 ppm
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What could applicators have done
differently?
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Lessons Learned

* Visual cues can be very helpful in many settings

e Accidents happen
* Be aware of sensitive sites within and near your application area

CASE STUDY 3



“People with adverse health
because of chemical exposure
at the county fair due to
extremely strict biosecurity
measures”

e County Fair requiring people to
spray shoes with Virkon
disinfectant at the livestock areas

* Product in spray bottles and
pump sprayers that leaked badly

e Adults and kids got chemical
burns

 Someone got in eyes and had to
goto ER
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Application Information...

* They use it to kill E. coli at the county fair

* They require animal exhibitors to spray their shoes with Virkon
(Children and adults)

* They hired a security group to make sure people did it

* They spray the walkway every time when and where the animals
Cross

* Spray bottles were unlabeled and leaked
* No training for Virkon application
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Label Information...

 KEEP OUT OF REACH OF CHILDREN
* DANGER
* Do not get in eyes, on skin or on clothing.

» Wear goggles (or face shield). Wear protective clothing (long sleeve
shirt and long pants, socks plus shoes and water-proof gloves).

* Only use on waterproof or non-porous footwear
* Do not allow direct contact with people

 Completely dry prior to housing animals, using equipment, or
allowing people to contact treated sites.
