Pesticide is defined as
something that will kill,
destroy, control, repel or
mitigate a pest

How do Pesticides Work?

 Contact: Pesticides must touch the pest at a susceptible part to
injure it and be effective

e Systemic: Pesticide must get within the pest’s body and circulate
e Selective: Pesticides only affect a narrow range of pests

 Fumigants: Pesticides in the form of fumes or vapor that a pest
must inhale to be effective



Pesticides are Highly Regulated

Federal
* Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
* Authority to regulate pesticide is passed by Congress

* Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA)

* Federal statute that governs the registration, distribution, sale,
and use of pesticides in the United States



Pesticides are Highly Regulated

WHAT ARE BULLETINS?

Bulletins serve as a notification of geographically specific areas that require
pesticide use limitations for the protection of threatened or endangered
species and their designated critical habitat. Pesticide Use Limitation Area
(PULA) may limit the application area, timing, or type of pesticide that can be
used. Bulletins serve as an extension of the pesticide label therefore must be

obtained before pesticide application.

Read the Pesticide Label

If your pesticide contains requirements to obtain a Bulletin, information will be
located in the Directions for Use section of the label and will specifically direct
you to cbtain a Bulletin. If your pesticide label does not direct you to obtain a

Bulletin no further Bulletin action is required.
